Mark Todd is a legend in horse eventing and could retlre now as the greatest eventer of
all time but at 56 he is about to compete in his seventh Olympics.

He was born in Cambridge on the 15t of March 1956 and wanted to be a jockey until he

grew too tall. He became a show jumper instead and in 1978 was part of the first New

Zealand team to go to a World Championship.

Mark then saved his money and sold some of his horses and went to Badminton in
England in 1980 which is the biggest horse event other than the Olympics. He was the
first foreigner in decades to win and was also the oldest person to ever win at

Badminton in April 2011.

Mark has won Badminton four times, gold at the Los Angeles Olympics in 1984 and
then again at the Seoul Olympics four year later in 1988 on his horse Charisma. He also
won the Burghley Horse Trials five times, gold twice as part of the New Zealand
Eventing Team at the World Championships in 1990 and 1998 and over 20 other

international titles.

Voted Rider of the 20t Century by the International Federation for Equestrian Sports,
Mark Todd will be the oldest person in our Olympic team but his team mate Andrew

icolson said “Mark can ride anything. He could go cross country on a cow”.
